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The purpose of this letter is to help you prepare to represent yourself at your reconfinement hearing.  After waiving a revocation hearing you no longer have the right of assistance of counsel at the reconfinement hearing.  Wis. Stat §977.05(6), Wis. Admin. Code HA 2.06(4) As this letter explains, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will consider certain factors when determining the length of time for which you will be reconfined, and understanding the factors will help you prepare for the hearing.   

The reconfinement hearing will be between you and the ALJ over a video broadcast in the prison. The hearing will be like a conversation and the ALJ might ask you some questions, but will also leave time for you to speak. Remember that the hearing is not a time to dispute the allegations that your agent made against you, but rather a time to discuss with the ALJ what the proper amount of reconfinement time is. 

It will be beneficial for you to discuss each of the following factors that you can say something positive about, because those factors are what the ALJ must consider when determining your reconfinement time per Wis. Admin. Code HA 2.06(6)(b).  Listed below each factor are some examples of things you would want to tell the ALJ during the hearing in order to receive a reasonable amount of time. 

1. Nature and severity of the original offense
