Student may 
request IEP 

evaluation. Did 
the student 
request the 
evaluation?  

Did the school have 
knowledge* that the 
student could have 

been a student with a 
disability prior to the 

alleged behavior? 
*Knowledge = written 
request by parents or 
teacher/school staff 
expressed concerns.  
20 USC § 1415 (k)(5) 

The student may not be expelled, but the school shall conduct a behavioral 
assessment and may change placement of the child. Alternatively, the 

school may remove the child for up to 45 days regardless of manifestation 
determination if the child possessed a weapon, caused serious bodily 

harm, or possessed or used illegal drugs.  
20 USC § 1415 (k)(1)(E) and WIS. STAT. § 118.164.
