K’Lynn Gibbs, the respondent mother of Amari, Ayden, Keviano, and J-Lynn, above-named children, by her attorneys, Kathryn A. Holtz and Robin E Dorman, hereby demands pursuant to the provisions of Wis. Stat. § 48.293 and Wisconsin Statutes Chapter 804, and subject to any jurisdictional or competency objections, the opportunity to inspect and copy the following:

1. All records, reports or memoranda and photographs relied on by the Milwaukee County District Attorney’s Office in preparation of the Petition for Termination of Parental Rights dated May 5, 2017.
2. All records, reports, memoranda, evaluations, and photographs prepared or kept by any person employed by the Division of Milwaukee Child Protective Services (hereinafter DMCPS also including the same entity when it was called the Bureau of Milwaukee Child Welfare/BMCW) and/or any other person or provider of services acting through a contractual agreement with DMCPS in connection with the above-captioned matter or the corresponding CHIPS case.  This includes, but is not limited to:
a. All emails and any written correspondence referencing or pertaining to the above-referenced family, or the child’s placement(s).  This includes all emails between the District Attorney’s Office, Guardian ad Litem current and prior counsel for either parent, the guardian ad litem or designee, counsel for any child, Wraparound Milwaukee, DMCPS, and/or any other service providers.  

b. Any psychiatric, psychological or medical records, evaluations, reports, letters, or notes of anyone involved with the case.  Specifically, if the child is in therapy or any other services, Ms. Gibbs requests copies of progress notes, intake and discharge summaries, and any other notes kept by the treatment providers related to the treatment and services provided to the child.
c. Any information gathered by DMCPS or the contracted licensing agency regarding the current, former and any future foster providers.  This includes, but is not limited to licensing or relicensing applications, home studies, licensing agency notes kept by the licensing agency, caregiver support referrals and notes, notes from any independent investigations, and email correspondence between the foster parents and any professional providing services on the case.
3. Any notes, letters, memoranda, or writings prepared by the parent, child(ren), any social worker/caseworker, or any counselor/therapist in connection with the above-captioned matter and retained by any person employed by DMCPS and/or any person/provider of services acting through a purchase or services agreement with DMCPS
4. All records, reports, memoranda, and photographs prepared or kept by any law enforcement agency regarding the above-captioned matter. This includes officer’s memorandum and witnesses’ statements.  
Ms. Gibbs further requests the following:

1. That the petitioner and/or DMCPS state the names, business titles or positions and address and phone number of each and every person having knowledge of the relevant facts involved in the pending action.

2. That the petitioner and/or DMCPS identify each person the petitioner and/or DMCPS intends to call as a witness at trial and set forth any facts known or opinions held by that witness relevant to the pending action.  This should include their current address, current phone numbers, and current email addresses. 
3. That the petitioner and/or DMCPS identify each person the petitioner and/or DMCPS intend to call as an expert witness at trial.  Petitioner and/or DMCPS should provide the proposed experts’ curriculum vitae as well as a summary of the proposed area of expertise.  Petitioner and/or DMCPS should also provide any treatment notes in the possession of the proposed expert that form the basis of the expert’s testimony. 

Ms. Gibbs states that the above information is material and necessary to the preparation of his defense on the merits of the allegations contained in the Termination of Parental Rights petition dated May 5, 2017 and the production of this information is reasonable and will expedite these proceedings.

Ms. Gibbs, by her attorney Kathryn A. Holtz, requests that the petitioner and/or DMCPS fix a reasonable time and place for inspection and copying of the above-demanded and request discovery information.  

Ms. Gibbs believes that much of what is requested of DMCPS is already contained and provided in the discovery disks routinely provided to counsel and updated during the course of this case.  However, if anything, related to this case and the parties of the case in any way is not already included discovery disks provided, Ms. Gibbs requests that it be provided forthwith.
