RESPONDENT’S REQUEST TO DISMISS PETITION

The respondent, by Attorney ZZZZZZZZZZZ, appearing specially and reserving the right to challenge the jurisdiction of the Court, moves the Court for an Order dismissing the petition in the above-captioned action. The respondent asserts that the county can not meet its burden establishing the child is in continuing need of protection or services under Wis. Stat. § 48.415 (2) because there was not a valid dispositional order filed on the underlying CHIPS case, _________ County Case Number ___________.
In particular, the respondent asserts that the dispositional order filed on DATE does not contain a written statement of services to be provided to the child and family, as required by Wis. Stat. § 48.345. The order simply instructs the reader to see court report, and no such court report listing services to be provided is attached to the dispositional order. Therefore, because there are no written services to be provided ordered in the dispositional report, the county can not argue that reasonable efforts where made by the department, as required by Wis. Stat. § 48.415 (2) and can not meet its burden in this case.
  Therefore, the above-named case must be dismissed.
